      Tracing & Cutting Shapes: Draw and cut out different shapes from paper 

or cardboard. 

         Rolling & Sliding Objects: Test which objects roll or slide and discuss why. 

       Shape Sorting: Sort objects by shape and talk about their properties (e.g.,
